COTTON BUFFS 

(LOOSEFOLD, STITCHED OR VENTILATED)

Type of Material:

Polishing Cotton Cloth made in 100% cotton material

Name of Impregnation:

STRONG YELLOW METAL TREATMENT

Composition

Cotton (Cellulose, Organic Pigment, Wax, Water (2-6%) – Treated Only), Metal (Ventilated Only).

Hazardous Identification

1. Cotton dust is a natural by-product of the polishing process.  Inhalation of dust can be harmful.

2. Use of the cotton buffs for polishing is a highly dynamic process sometimes involving high rotational speed.  Components being processed can be thrown by the buff if the user does not apply sufficient care and skill.

3. Polishing residue in the form of fibres and dust can be highly flammable.

Fire Fighting Measures

Extinguish with water, appropriate powder or Co2

Handling and Storage

Avoid damp or humid storage conditions since excessive moisture can cause sisal to deteriorate.  Also, do not store in direct sunlight.

Personal Protection. Exposure Control

Suitable local exhaust ventilation (LEV) must be used to avoid inhalation of dust.  In some cases suitable dust masks or respirators should be used in addition to LEV.

Loose clothing (neck ties, overall ties must NOT be worn whilst carrying out polishing.  Long hair must be safely secured at the back of the head.  Safety glasses or complete facemasks must be worn.  Correctly fitting leather gloves should be worn to avoid burns, which can be caused by heat generated in the polishing process.

The work area should be kept clean and free of accumulated dust, by regular cleaning (at least after each work shift.)

Disposal Considerations

Incinerate in an appropriate plant.
